The Pinellas Trail is a gleaming example of
the Rails-To-Trails program, gaining national
recognition for the successful conversion of old
abandoned railroad tracks to an active multi-use
trail.  This award-winning linear park winds
through 47 scenic miles linking the county from
St. Petersburg to Tarpon Springs.  In addition to
the Pinellas Trail, many of the county parks have
nature trails meandering through their diverse
ecological environments.  Wilderness canoe trails
offer more adventurous opportunities to explore
the natural beauty at many of your county parks.
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Parks are open daily from 7 a.m. to dusk. All county
parks provide parking, restroom facilities and drinking
fountains unless otherwise noted. 

Fort De Soto Park offers 238 campsites for rent. 
All sites have water, electrical hookup, picnic table and 
a charcoal grill. Waterfront sites are available. Pets are 
permitted in Area 2. Online reservations can be made 
by going to www.pinellascounty.org/park or calling 
(727) 582-2267 for more information.

The Recreational Reimbursement Program is one way
the Pinellas County Board of County Commissioners is pro-
viding more active recreational opportunities for residents
of unincorporated Pinellas County.

Fishing is fabulous in Pinellas County parks—from
a pier, the shore or by boat, freshwater and saltwater
fishing are favorite pastimes. In addition to the
waters of Tampa Bay and the Gulf of Mexico, many
of the parks have freshwater lakes with a wide vari-
ety of fish, from bluegills to largemouth bass. The
county maintains ten boat ramps in its parks with
parking facilities for vehicles with trailers. More than
97 miles of shoreline, causeways and beaches offer

recreational opportunities for residents and 
visitors to enjoy. Our parks have a treasure of
wildlife, including world-class
bird-watching opportunities.
